
Do you think these uses of RPS can be justified:
1. Two children are arguing about what to watch on TV. The mother tells them to use RPS to decide what to watch.
2. Either John or Imran pinched Tom in class. Both blame the other one. The teacher tells them to play RPS and that she will keep the loser behind at playtime.

3. Either John or Imran pinched Tom in class. Both blame the other one. The teacher says they will both lose their playtime. John suggests to Imran that they play RPS to decide who will ‘own up’. Imran agrees. Imran loses and stays behind.

4. Rick and Mary are brother and sister. Rick buys some chocolate with his pocket money. Mary asks him to share. Rick doesn’t want to share and they argue. Their mother tells them to play RPS to decide whether they should share.

5. A man and his wife always play rock paper scissors to decide who washes up. They don’t decide the allocation of any other jobs that way. 

6. Darren and Kylie find £10 in the street. They agree to play RPS to decide if they should keep the money.

At the end of discussions about these items, try to think of a scenario in which the playing of RPS to decide a conflict would be justified.
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
