Can rock, paper, scissors settle arguments?
Can global conflicts be settled by Rock, Paper, Scissors? Maybe not. But organizers of the RPS world championships want the centuries-old children's game applied more often to settle lesser fights. ‘It's the simplest, fairest way to make a decision or resolve a conflict,’ argues tournament director Graham Walker.

‘We don't think we should be determining the fate of Iraq, but maybe we can resolve a lot of smaller conflicts like two children fighting over a chocolate bar. It could be used to quickly settle countless other arguments,’ he said.

The top 500 competitors from around the world, including national champions from Australia, New Zealand and Norway, will compete tens of thousands of dollars in prize and the title of world champion. The World RPS Society now boasts about 2,000 members and has held world championships since 2002.

To win a round, players simply wave their fists while counting to three, and then make one of three hand signals: a fist (rock), flat hand (paper) or two fingers (scissors). Rock breaks scissors, paper covers rock, scissors cut paper.
